that brought rain. Zoroastrians also celebrate the day because they believe that the legendary Persian hero Arash the 

Archer demarcated the frontier between Iran and the neighboring kingdom of Turan by shooting an arrow on that day. 

“The musicians are selected based on their talents and there is no limit in Pardis”, Motebassem had earlier told MNA. 

He added that the ensemble was established aiming to bring the cultures of different nations closer to one another, to
